APPLICATION CRITERIA 
 
 Preference will be given to African-American male students 

who are graduating seniors at Lower Richland High School 
and reside in the Lower Richland area. 

 Applicants must have a high school cumulative 2.5 GPA on 
the four-point scale as demonstrated by an official high 
school transcript. 

 Preference will be given to applicants demonstrating financial 
need.  

 Applicants must submit a copy of their financial aid award 
letters and a copy of their final student aid report.  

 Applicants must submit an essay of no more than 300 words 
conveying the applicant’s aspirations and plans for his/her 
future. 

 Applications must include two letters of recommendation, 
which may be from clergy, teachers, employers or other non-
family individuals with knowledge of the applicant’s 
qualifications. 

 This scholarship will not be used to substitute for grant aid 
that an institution has committed to a student.
