APPLICATION CRITERIA 
 

• Applicant must be 21 years or older and 

currently reside in the Greater Chapin area of 
Ballentine, Chapin, Little Mountain, Peak, 
Prosperity or White Rock. 

• Applicant must plan to attend a two or four 
year accredited college. 

• Applicant may attend as a part-time or full-
time student. 

• Scholarship may not be used to obtain any 
degree above a bachelor degree. 

• Applicant must demonstrate financial need.
